1. Habakkuk’s Prayer of Frustration (1:1-4)

“LORD, why are you allowing wickedness 

and injustice in Judah to go unchecked?  

Why don’t you restrain it?”



2. God’s Answer (1:5-11)

“Habakkuk, I will punish Judah for her 

wickedness by means of the Chaldeans 

(Babylonians).”



3. Habakkuk’s Prayer of Confusion (1:12-2:1)

“LORD, how can you justify using the 

wicked Babylonians to punish your own 

people?  They’re worse than we are!”



4. God’s Answer (2:2-20)

“Habakkuk, righteous people live by a 

faith that sees beyond their immediate 

circumstances.  In due time, I will hold 

the Babylonians accountable for their 

wickedness.”



5. Habakkuk’s Prayer of Faith (3:1-19)

“LORD, whatever you do is right.  You are 

great and good.  No matter what 

happens, I will trust you.”
