God’s purpose at Pentecost was to 

equip His church (the Body of Christ) 

with power through the indwelling 

Holy Spirit so that we would be His 

witnesses to all the nations,

resulting in God’s eternal glory.



Acts 1:8

“But ye shall receive power, after that 

the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and 

ye shall be witnesses unto me both in 

Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in 

Samaria, and unto the uttermost

part of the earth.”



A. The instrument of God’s plan to reach the 

nations for His glory is the church.

B. The scope of God’s plan is all the nations.

C. The necessary power for fulfilling God’s 

plan is His Holy Spirit.

D. The goal of God’s plan is that He will be 

glorified among the nations.
